A new Pope in the Vatican

Islam will conquer Rome, because the prophet of Islam predicted this. It is too early to tell whether Muhammad (570-632?) was right in his prophesy about the fate of Rome. But who knows what will come about – mere mortals who are not prophets do not know the future. 

Anyhow, the first Muslim attack on Rome took place in 846. The St. Peter was sacked, its valuables stolen. At the time of the second attack, 849, Rome was prepared and it repelled the Muslim invaders at the famous battle of Ostia, eternalized in a painting by Raphael from the year 1514. One wonders how the Romans managed to provoke the religion of peace as early as the 9th century. 

It is, to the contrary, obvious how Pope Benedict provoked the religion of peace. In 2006, early in his pontificate, he quoted a 14th century Byzantine emperor who held politically incorrect views on Islam and Muhammad. The Pope committed this provocation during an academic lecture he delivered in Regensburg. No rational discussion followed, but, from the Muslim side, anger, rage, mayhem and even murder.

Pope Benedict ended his term in office with a far more subtle but equally significant maneuver. He announced his resignation on March 13, during a ceremony to canonize the martyrs of Otranto, a town in Southern Italy. Here, on August 13, 1480, Turkish Ottoman Jihad fighters beheaded 800 men who refused to convert to Islam. Modern unbelievers ardently desire to avoid noticing the symbolism behind such an act of canonization, and right they are. Just imagine facing reality.

Today’s reality is unpleasant indeed. Religious persecution is widespread. E.g., since the turn of the century most Iraqi Christians in Iraq were killed or driven out. Maybe a small number of Christians in Lebanon and Egypt will survive the present upheavals, misleadingly termed ‘the Arab spring’. The rest of the Islamic world will be cleansed of its impurities soon – as far as this has not already been done in past decades and centuries. Muslims who persecute Christians always equally try to kill off the other religious minorities. But who cares about the Mandeans, or even knows who they are. 

Whosoever refuses to bow to Islam has to face the prospect of persecution, robbery, rape and murder. However, Jihadists in Europe and America do, as yet, rarely attempt to murder their opponents. The real problem of the Free World is ‘Stealth Jihad’. Quiet infiltration may be equally destructive of the West as the use of violence. 
Whereas complete local branches of European political parties are taken over by Muslims, not to mention municipal councils, state bureaucracies and university departments, there is, however, just one organization in the Free World that can never be infiltrated by Jihadists or by Muslims from any Islamic denomination: The Vatican. 

The Pope, many may be disappointed to hear this, is always a Catholic. The views he holds are those of a Catholic. He will not call for ‘diversity’ or preach ‘multiculturalism’ or any other pernicious wave of ideological fashion. He will do all he can to strengthen traditional Christian values, one of these being the Golden Rule Do unto others as you would have them do unto you, Matthew 7:12. The Koran, the Sharia and Islam flatly contradict this principle, see for instance Koran 48:29 and note how a number of translations manages to obfuscate the point this verse makes. 

The new Pope is a Jesuit from South America. Christians and Jews who fled from the Muslim world often escaped to Argentina, so it is imaginable that the new Pope is reasonably streetwise about Islam. His namesake, Franciscus of Assissi, probably was not. This holy man not only preached to the birds: he also, during the Crusades, in 1219, went to the camp of the Muslim army, and tried to convert the Sultan to Christianity. He barely escaped with his life. 

Many versions of this story emphasize the pacifism and reasonableness of Fransiscus of Assissi. It would be nice to know with which version of the story the new Pope is familiar: hopefully not a modern multicultural one that pictures the Christians as the villains and the Muslims as the real saints. It may be that Fransiscus of Assissi’s odd relationship with Islam says something about the way in which the new Pope would like to relate to Islam and the Muslims. The contemporary modern Sultans, however, are not very different from their medieval predecessors and the outcome of an encounter will not be very different either.

The new Pope is a Jesuit. The founder of the Jesuit order started his career as a military man. The Jesuit order does not fear to display a degree of polite militancy, something that is sadly lacking in the Free World where silent submission to Islam seems to have become the rule for both Christians and unbelievers. 

Nevertheless, no matter how many successes those who hate the West may notch up, nobody alive today will see Muhammad’s prophesy about Rome come true. For a long time to come, the Roman pontiff will be the only Western leader who needs nothing from a Muslim power or a Muslim electorate.
